Born To Run My Mouth: Rich Kiss
Keepers: Eli Manning and Carnell “Cadillac” Williams.
A solid #1 RB and starting QB is not a bad start. However, I still believe that no QB not named Peyton Manning of Tom Brady should be kept. Eli has the talent and the weapons, but that schedule is brutal and he is still very inconsistent. A lot of people think he will break out. I think you’ll see flashes and he’ll finish as a top 7 QB. Not QB keeper material in my book, but valuable nonetheless. Cadillac has to shake the injury bug and learn how to catch out of the backfield before he steps into the upper echelon of RB’s. Opinions vary on him, but I see him as a high yardage guy who will get a ton of carries, but will still lose goal line carries to Alstott and lose catches to Pittman. I would like him a lot more if our league was not PPR (point per reception for you not attuned to the acronyms).
Grade: B+ (I was going to go with B, but I like it a little more than just a B)
Draft:

QB: Eli Manning (keeper) 
Brad Johnson (12th round) - One of the most underrated and overlooked QB’s in the game. He is smart, solid, and consistent. He will not blow a team away with him arm, so don’t expect a lot of 300 yard days and 4 TD games, but he also will not lose the game for you. Never throws a lot of INT and completes a large percentage of his passes. Expect a lot of 200 yard games with 1-2 TD’s a game with the occasional INT sprinkled in. He’ll be fine despite the loss of Koren Robinson.
Grade: B+ (solid backup, just ask anyone who had him at the end of last year (Nick) or anyone who had him during the Tampa Bay championship run).
RB: Cadllac Williams (keeper) 
Shaun Alexander (3rd round) - Shaun fell into his lap at #2, which much to Rich’s liking, required no thought. Basically take whoever Jason didn’t take. A very nice consolation prize. (For my opinion on Shaun, read what I wrote about LDT vs. Shaun in Jason’s team analysis). Otherwise, here is a brief recap. I don’t buy the Madden curse, nor do I think he will match last year’s record breaking numbers. However, he will still score 20 TD’s, and run for 1,600 yards. Still #1 worthy. For those naysayers, keep in mind that he is consistent, plays for a winning team, and faces a weak NFC West. 
LenDale White (8th round) - LenDale White is the hype pick. A guy people heard of out of college. Who could have been drafted higher, then fell, thus becoming a steal. However, he has not impressed so far. He’s overweight, has a bad attitude, and is currently #3 on the depth chart behind Chris Brown and Travis Henry. He may have the skill, but that doesn’t matter when you can’t get on the field. Unless a trade or injury (which isn’t out of the question with Brown) happens, he is a wasted bench spot with slim value as a keeper option for 2007. I would much rather have Marion Barber or Chris Perry (both taken after White). 
Even more concerning is the fact that he did not acquire depth at the position and is resting his hopes on Shaun and Cadillac. I believe you have to take at least 4 RB’s. White is not a third fantasy RB, he’s a #4 at best.  In other words, LenDale White will win the job and run for 1,500 yards and 45 TD’s, thus confirming that I don’t know anything.
Grade: A- (Should be an A, but brought down a notch by the White pick and lack of depth).
WR: 

TJ Houshmandzadeh (4th Round) - TJ is good and a surprising possession and TD threat (which is rare). He’s a borderline #1, that I would prefer to have as my #2 fantasy WR. He is the 2nd best #2 WR on any team (after Reggie Wayne). I’m still just glad Rich didn’t make the “Who’s your mama?” joke.
Keenan McCardell (5th Round) - McCardell was taken way too early (at least 2-3 rounds, put it this way, he lasted until the 12th round in my other league. Granted that’s way too late, but just pointing it out). McCardell is also a guy who puts up TD’s early in the season, then fades. He caught (don’t hold me to it) like 6 TD’s in the firsts 6 weeks (2 coming in week one when Gates was suspended) and only 3 more the rest of the season. So you look at his final stats and see 9 TD’s and you think steal, but sometimes stats can be deceiving. 
Brandon Lloyd (6th Round ) - Lloyd is a guy I liked more when he was playing for the 49ers. Sure his team sucked, but he was the go to receiver. Now he’s competing with 3 Brandon Lloyd clones (Santana, Patten, and Randle-El) for catches on top of having to worry about Chris Cooley and TD vultures like Mike Sellers catching the passes. Expect decent stats, but very few TD’s. He’s more of a bench guy than a #3 wideout. 
Roddy White (7th Round) - White is the #1 receiver or #1A. For those of you who think 
Jenkins is the man, the fact that nobody knows for sure just shows you that there is no clear cut #1. Out of the two, I like White better anyway. He has better chemistry with Michael Vick. Although that’s like saying I have the nicest apartment in the projects. He won’t get catches, but he will get some TD’s (5ish). 
Samie Parker (10th Round) - Samie Parker is one of those talked about 3rd year receivers. You know the year they figure it out and truly breakout. He was destined for it too, until Herman Edwards (who runs on 3rd and long) came aboard. Expect a few games where he’ll catch a deep ball, but also expect a lot of 1 or 2 catch days for 10 yards. 
Charles Rodgers (13th Round) and Justin McCareins (15th Round) - Charles Rodgers and Justin McCareins are what I like to refer to as “droppies”. These are the guys who still have a name and everyone thinks that if they have them on their rosters, they will surprise. Unfortunately, they just end up getting dropped to the free agent pool, where another “expert” owner will waste their waiver wire priority to pick them, and the cycle continues. The over/under on when they get dropped is week 2 (the day after I wrote this, Charles Rodgers was dropped for Devery Henderson). That is if they are even on an NFL roster. Latest rumors have it as Rodgers (currently #4 on the depth chart) possibly being released and McCariens battling the hall of famer known as Jericho Cotchery for the #2 spot on the NFL Jets.
That’s right, the winner of the Nick Serrano award for having the most WR’s who don’t start goes to Richard Kiss (applause, applause). Please come to the front and accept your clipart illustrated certificate designed by Brian Yeung.   
Grade: D+ (Sorry, but with the rounds he took them in, particularly the ones taken in rounds 4-7, he could have had a WR core of TJ, Terry Glenn, Mushin Muhammad, and Donte Stallworth. Plus he picked two guys who won’t even play.) 
TE: Heath Miller (9th round) - A TD machine who will see an increase in touches (that means more yards and catches) now that Randle El is gone. I’m surprised he fell to the 9th round. Watch for him to move on up the TE ranks and put up numbers comparable to a Randy McMichael. 
Grade: B+
K: Josh Brown (14th round) - An accurate kicker on a high scoring team, exactly what you look for. However, Rich did not know who he was asked if in fact he was the “Brown” that kicked for Seattle (the other “Brown” being Kris). For that, I have to reduce his grade. You got to know your players names and teams, just like you gotta know your women’s name and address when you are a player like Rich Kiss. The last thing you want to do is call out the wrong name. 
Grade: F- (Just kidding. There is no F-). F it is………..
DEF: Jacksonville (11th round) - One of the defenses that will see an upgrade thanks to our new defensive scoring system. They are a defense that will let up few yards, and 10-20 points on a consistent basis, but won’t get you the necessary turnovers or sacks to really rack up the points. 
Grade: B
Bench: Very weak. No RB depth. WR are questionable. QB is the only respectable spot. 
Team Strengths: Starting RB, QB, DEF
Team Weaknesses: WR. WR. WR. Did I mention WR is WEAK. 
Key to Success: If one of the WR’s steps up and blows up the spot. Eli breaks out and performs Peyton-esque. Cadillac stays healthy. Shaun comes close to his numbers last year. 
Overall Grade: B- (it was pretty much downhill from Shaun and TJ, good thing he had good keepers.)
