QB – Trent Green and Damon Huard
Does Marc have a thing with Kansas City too? I thought that was just Nick Serrano. Green was a bad pick plain and simple. He’s not the same guy he used to be, and Miami’s offensive line is not the same as Kansas City’s. Green is one hit away from retirement. At this point, he’s not even a #2 fantasy QB, let alone your starter. In addition to all that, Marc could have waited to draft him, it’s not like somebody else was going to take him. Huard was a bit of a stretch, given that other QB’s are still available. Then again, maybe that’s why he went ahead and dropped him and plans on going with just Trent Green. I guess Marc will figure his QB later in the year. I see a Daunte Culpepper pickup coming.

Grade: F
RB – Thomas Jones, Deuce McCallister, Vernand Morency, and Mike Bell
Jones and McCallister are a solid running back combo given that neither was a keeper. Unless the injury is more serious than reports say, Thomas Jones should have a very good season for the run heavy Jets. I say he get 1,250 yards and 10 TD’s. McCallister is a forgotten man sometimes with all the hype surrounding Reggie Bush. But he still will get his 1,000 yards and 10 TD’s. Morency is in a fight for the Green Bay starting job. If he claims it, then Marc has a solid backup. Mike Bell looked like a good pick at draft time, but now with reports that Cecil Sapp and Selvin Young have stepped up, it looks like Mike Bell might get lost in the shuffle.
Grade: B+
WR – Roy Williams (keeper), Lee Evans (keeper), Donte Stallworth, Matt Jones, Samie Parker, and Marty Booker
I think Marc made the right choice going with Williams and Evans, instead of one and Portis (then again, I did say that to him before the draft). I actually like Evans more than Roy. I think Evans will catch 90 passes for 1,300 yards, and 10 TD’s. Williams will have similar numbers and Marc is one of the few teams with two actual #1 fantasy receivers. I don’t like the Stallworth pick and think he let someone else talk him into making the pick, which is never a good idea. Stallworth will start off the season well (like last year), but he won’t be there for you at the end. I’ll predict this right now. The first few weeks, everyone will be raving about Marc’s receivers (I bet all three have 100 yard games at least one or two weeks in the beginning), but then Stallworth will go down with an injury. He’ll miss a few games, come back for a few, then miss some more. So that means Marc will have to look to his bench. Is Matt Jones the answer? Talent wise, maybe. But talent is not enough, and Matt Jones does not do anything to prove he is worthy of playing right now. Samie Parker is a guy I just don’t like. I don’t think there is anything special about him and he plays on a terrible passing team. Marty Booker may be a nice play; he has a chance to be the most productive receiver on the Dolphins. Then again, that’s not saying much. 
Grade: B+ (I wanted to give him an A- for Williams and Evans, but the other 4 guys bring his grade down)
TE – Tony Gonzalez
Tony G is on the downhill of his career. But he could catch 90 passes this year, since Huard or Croyle will be looking for their safety valve frequently. Just don’t expect a lot of TD’s. 
Grade: B+
K – No kicker drafted
Picked up David Akers.
Grade: N/A
DEF – New England and Minnesota
New England is the third best defense in the league. Especially with the addition of Adalius Thomas. Minnesota is a great fantasy defense because they score so many TD’s (almost as much as the offense). Not a bad 1-2 combo, if you believe in having 2 defenses.

Grade: A-
Player to Watch: Trent Green. Or whoever Marc replaces him with. The main weakness on Marc’s team is the QB position. If Green steps up and plays the part, then Marc will make the playoffs again. If not, then Marc’s odd/even year playoff streak may continue.
Overall: 

I like the RB’s, the WR’s, the TE, and the DEF’s. But the QB is a very important position. You can’t go to the playoffs without a trustworthy QB. Maybe a TE or a K, but definitely not a QB. I think Marc should consider trading with the teams that have two good QB’s.
