Grade: A- 

WR – Marvin Harrison (keeper), Deion Branch, Jerry Porter, James Jones, and Ernest Wilford.

Harrison was the right keep over Fitzgerald. He’s more consistent, and plays with a better QB. He may not have the upside that Fitzgerald has, but he also doesn’t have the same risk. Branch is a solid #2, even if he was taken a bit too early. He steps in nicely as the new #1 receiver for the Seahawks and could have his first 1,000 yard season of his career (he never reached that with the Pats). I like the Porter pick and think he’ll have a better season that Ronald Curry, who everyone else seems to think will be the Raiders #1 guy. Porter reminds me a lot of Lavernaeous Coles last year. Grade: B

You can’t predict the latter, but you have a better chance at predicting the former. Seahawks have the weapons to score a lot of points, so Brown is a top 10 kicker at least.

Grade: B

DEF – Oakland

I like Oakland as a sleeper defense. They have an aggressive scheme and were actually pretty good last year despite playing on a crappy team. I really like the defensive coordinator; I think he’ll be a future head coach. PS - The guy to look out for is Nnamdi Asomugha.

Grade: B 

Player to Watch: Jay Cutler. Did you really expect me to list someone else? I’ve seen Cutler ranked from top 8 QB to top 15 QB.
