QB – Jake Delhomme and Chad Pennington
This is what happens when you wait till the 11th round for a starting QB. Then again, Navid has waited till the 10th round in the past two years and look where that got him. They say great minds think alike, you know, give or take a round. Delhomme is fully capable of being a stud QB. He’s got the greatest weapon of all in Steve Smith, but then again they didn’t bring in David Carr for no reason. I’m a big fan of Chad. His accuracy, leadership, intelligence, and perseverance are admirable. But watch out for Kellen Clemens, that guy will be a star sooner rather than later.

Grade: C
RB – Maurice Jones-Drew, Clinton Portis, Brandon Jackson, and Chester Taylor
I love MJD, just throwing that out there. I think he should have been taken 3rd in the draft. Rich and Dave will regret not taking him and Scott will enjoy the fruits of MJD’s versatility. And just watch, this will be the year Fred Taylor gets hurt. Getting Portis really helped Scott. Scott would have been left with a Marion Barber or Ahman Green if he didn’t make that trade. You have to be worried about injuries, but Portis is still young and was a top 5 RB coming into last year. However, I do think Scott will regret not handcuffing Portis with Ladell Betts. Getting Jackson may make up for not handcuffing Betts. Jackson has had a bad preseason, but he looks like he could be the guy in Green Bay. At worst, he’ll split carries with Vernand Morency. Lastly, Taylor will play the first half of the season and be valuable at times, but then he’ll give away to Adrian Peterson and not be worth a roster spot.
Grade: B+
WR – Laveranues Coles (keeper), Santana Moss (keeper), Devery Henderson, Wes Welker, Rod Smith, and Eric Parker. 
I predicted Scott would keep Mark Clayton, but he went with the safer and surer guy in Moss. Plus, we all know Scott is a Redskins fan, so maybe it was that obvious. I like both Coles and Moss (oddly enough, both were traded for one another in real life) and they are a good anchor for a consistent WR core. You know what you’ll get out Coles (a lot of catches and a guy who plays every game) and while Moss is inconsistent, he always tends to play better in odd numbered seasons (well look at that, 2007 is an odd year). However, Scott needed to get an equally talented guy as his number 3 receiver. But given that he had no RB’s to start with, he did the best he could (it was either take a WR or Brandon Jackson). Henderson could be a suitable play, but he has yet to distinguish himself in a crowded N.O. receiving core and is in danger of losing his starting job. If he keeps it, then he’ll be a solid play. The guy who may end up playing for Scott’s team most weeks is Wes Welker. I really like him, despite the change in return yardage points in our league. I think Welker will catch a ton of passes and see more looks once Moss or Stallworth goes down with the inevitable injury. Rod Smith is past his prime and also suffers from Keenan McCardell syndrome. And Eric Parker is on the PUP list. Both were dropped as Scott takes the lead in number of transactions made (how come nobody picked Scott, everybody picked me. Don’t think I forgot about this?).
Grade: B-
TE – David Martin
David Martin was somewhat of a sleeper coming into the draft. But Miami stinks and he drops the ball way too much. So Scott dropped his ass for Bo Scaife, who is a much better sleeper. I think Scaife will catch more balls than most of the Tennessee receivers. He has very good chemistry with Vince Young going back to their longhorn days together.
Grade: D
K – Jason Elam
Elam had a down year last year, but I think he’ll bounceback to form. Denver has a solid offensive attack with the addition of Henry and a now experienced Cutler. 

Grade: B
DEF – San Diego
The last of the big four defenses. Merriman is good, but the guys who make the difference are the Luis Castillos and Shaun Phillips. 

Grade: B+
Player to Watch: Clinton Portis. 
If he’s the Portis of 2005, then Scott will return to the playoffs. If he’s the Portis of 2006, then Scott will return the lottery. Simple as that.
Overall: 

I thought Scott started off well. The Portis trade worked in his favor. He didn’t have the two best keepers, but they were two solid receivers and he matched them with two solid backs. I think Welker will get a lot of playing time, but Scott may regret not taking one of the top ten QB’s. Then again, knowing Scott, he’ll just find some QB off waivers who’ll become the next Marc Bulger.
