labor power: Nick Serrano 
Before I get into my draft analysis of Nick’s team. Let me just say that Nick is not happy with me. You know how I know this? Because every time I would talk to or be in his presence, Nick would turn to me and say “You know what I hate about you?” or “You know what I hate that you do?”. It started out with simple comments like “You know what I hate that you do? That you refer to me in the third person when you’re talking to me, like I’m not here.” Then it progressively got out of hand and just became flat out derogatory comments (For example, “You know what I hate about you? The way you look” and “You know what I hate that you do? Breath”). For all of you that claim Nick is a great guy and all that garbage. This is the real Nick. It’s all a scam. Just ask all of Nick’s ladies if you don’t believe me. 

Keepers: Antonio Gates and Domanick Davis

Gates is a stud TE and the only one at his position worthy of being a keeper. Someone online did a comparison and it showed that Gates out-produced the 2nd ranked player at his position by the largest percentage of any position. In other words there is a stark dropoff after Gates. 
In a shocking revelation, Domanick Davis is injured and out for an undisclosed amount of time. I mean when you think of durability and consecutive games streaks you immediately think of Dom Davis. Tough break for Nick, especially when you consider that Nick did not handcuff his man. 

Grade: D (Davis may end being a wasted roster spot)

QB: Jake Delhomme (5th Round) – A gutsy, underrated QB who I really like and think will have a good year. But I think he was taken a bit too early. The 3rd QB taken (5th overall) ahead of guys like McNabb and Culpepper. I think he could have dropped a little and Nick could have used the 5th round pick to boost his other positions. But like I said, I really like Delhomme and the addition of Keyshawn will help.

Billy Volek (12th Round) – Tough break for Nick when the Titans signed Kerry Collins. I mean Nick loves Billy Volek. No seriously. He’s already told Julia that if they were to have a child, he or she would be named Volek (Hey it even sounds Russian). In all likelihood, Billy will get traded to a team that needs a backup (Chargers or Browns) thereby losing most of his fantasy value. Expect to see him dropped soon. Also expect Nick to go into a drunken rage when it happens. Hey, those Russians are crazy. 

Grade: C (Delhomme is a solid B+, but Volek is pretty much useless)

RB: Domanick Davis (keeper)

Warrick Dunn (3rd Round) – The guy I would have picked if I hadn’t kept DeShaun Foster. I think he’s very underrated and has been on a fantasy championship team twice. With TJ Duckett gone, expect to see a slight increase in TD’s. The yards are always there and let’s face it - he fits into the West Coast offense perfectly. Although beware of Jerious Norwood.

Kevan Barlow (7th Round) – A decent bench RB who will start. He won’t win the title for you, but he could fill in some weeks. He catches some passes and is good for 50-60 yards a week. Jets aren’t the best offensive team, but they still have to put an offense on the field for a few plays. 

Cedric Houston (15th Round) – Wow, someone handcuffed one of his backup RB’s. That never happens in this league. It’s a last round pick, so not terrible. Although I could see Nick dropping him in hopes of finding someone else who might play given Dom Davis’ uncertain status. 

Grade: B- (I like Dunn as a #2 RB and Barlow is a decent #3. Problem is Davis was supposed to be his #1 and well, there goes that idea).

WR: Darrell Jackson (4th Round) – If he’s healthy and plays, mark him down for 80 catches, 1,100 yards, and 8 TD’s. I’m just not sure he’s healthy. The knee injury scares me and I wouldn’t be surprised if 1) he misses games 2) Burleson takes away some of his touches.

Jerry Porter (6th Round) – I had him last year and I’ll tell you this much. He starts off slow. Lots of 3 or 4 catch games for 40-50 yards and no TD’s. Right around when you start shopping him around in potential deals and get so frustrated with him that you consider dropping him, he busts out with an 8 catch, 150 yard, and 2 TD game. He goes on a mini-hot streak, and then resorts back to the norm when the Raiders decide to change QB (Collins last year, Brooks this year) and play one of their young guys (Tuiasosopo last year, Walter this year). Porter’s final numbers look ok (70 catches, 900 yards, 6 TD’s), but he’s inconsistent and frustrating. Throw on top of that he’s disgruntled and has already asked for a trade and well, that’s pretty much a summary of Porters season. There you go Nick. It’s like predicting the future. What can I say? When I’m good, I’m good. When I’m bad, I’m better.

Eric Moulds (8th Round) – I like this pick. I don’t think Moulds is done, he’s still got some years left in him. He may not blow by anyone anymore, but he’ll use his smarts and experience to get open. Carr is better than people think and Andre Johnson will get the double teams, so I expect a bounce back year for Moulds.

Mark Clayton (10th Round) – A guy I really like. This guy knows how to get open and has good hands. He is going to get a lot of catches. He may not get the TD’s thanks to Mason and Heap, but he’ll consistently get 5 catches a game with decent yardage. A very good guy to have on your bench and someone who could become a solid #3 fantasy WR. 

Mike Williams (11th Round) – This guy on the other hand is terrible. I don’t even think he’ll play much with Roy Williams and Corey Bradford playing the roles of Torry Holt and Isaac Bruce. Mike Williams is no slot receiver, so he can’t be playing the Kevin Curtis role. Him and Charles Rodgers are the two biggest busts and it’s a shame. Neither may be on the roster come week one.
Santonio Holmes (13th Round) – Rookie WR never pan out, so there is little reason to believe Santonio will. I see him as the team’s #3 WR behind Ward and Wilson. Unless he returns some kicks/punt, I don’t see him having much fantasy value.

Grade: B- (some good picks – Clayton, Moulds. Some bad ones – Porter, Williams. One big question mark – D. Jackson)

TE: Antonio Gates (keeper)

Grade:  A

K: Mike Vanderjagt (14th Round) – Vandy finds himself in a better position that he was when he was on the Colts. Dallas (historically) kicks more FG’s than Indy, let’s just hope they aren’t crunch time kicks from 46 yards away.

Grade:  B+

DEF:  Indianapolis (9th Round) – All preseason the Indy defensive players have been injured or hurt, but I think they’ll be fine come week one. They will miss David Thornton, but Dwight Freeney and Robert Mathis are nasty. Bob Sanders is going to knock some people out. Nick Harper will pick up a fumble, run the wrong way, and get tackled instead of taking it back for the TD. 

Grade: B

Bench: Will need to find a backup QB, some decent RB and WR depth. 

Strengths: TE, WR (if Porter shows up)

Weaknesses: RB (needs someone to replace Dom. Davis), backup QB.

Keys to Success: Domanick Davis only misses a few weeks. Jerry Porter stops complaining like a baby. Darrell Jackson stays healthy. No dropoff for Gates with the change from Brees to Rivers. 

Overall Grade: C+ (Losing Davis was a big blow). Although I thought Nick did draft much better this year. No more auto draft jokes for Nick.
